If the service provider
is found to be in violation of any of the provisions of this paragraph, then the government will give notice to the
service provider to take corrective action. The service provider shall take corrective action within twenty-four (24)
hours of notice from the Government, and the service provider shall notify the Government when action has been
taken. If the service providers fail to take corrective steps within twenty-four (24) hours of notice from the
Government, then the Government in its sole discretion may suspend temporarily and contract for services until
corrective action has been taken.

Proposals are solicited for providing a full range of Commissary services for prisoners, the integration
of a Point of Sale (POS)system shall be incorporated in any and all operations of the Department of
Corrections Commissary activities. Designated Department of Corrections Officer-in-Charge (OIC)shall
have total accessto the POSor any other financial management system to monitor and ensure
compliance of existing policies in relation to the collection, disbursement, and accountability of funds
collected. The award shall be for one (1) year, in accordance with the Terms and Conditions contained
in this IFB.The Department of Corrections reserves the right to extend this contract for up to two (2)
additional one-year terms on mutual agreement of the parties.

4.1 DEFINITIONS,CONDITIONS,CONTRACT
The following terms and conditions apply to all proposals and become a part of the terms and
conditions of any proposal submitted, unless otherwise specified elsewhere in this ITB. All Bidders are
required to be informed of these Terms and Conditions and will be held responsible for having done
so:

1. Definitions: In order to simplify the language throughout this ITB, the following definitions shall apply:

a. Contract - Operational and conditional agreements contained in this IFBbetween the Department of
Corrections and the successful Bidder.

b. Contractor - The successful Bidder of this ITB.

c. DOCCommissary OIC- The Officer-in-Charge of the DOCCommissary Program as designated by the
Director of Corrections.

d. Director - Director for the Department of Corrections

e. DOC- The Department of Corrections.

f. Facility - shall mean the Department of Corrections, building structure or structures, together with all
ancillary facilities.
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g. Government of Guam - The government of the Territory of Guam, and it's authorized representatives.

h. Sub-Contractor - Any contractor hired by the Contractor or Offeror to furnish commodities and services
specified in this request.

i. Supplier - Same as Sub-Contractor.

j. GSA- General Services Agency of the Government of Guam

k. Base Participation Fee - Annual fee for Participation in providing DOC Commissary services.

I. Percentage Fee - Percentage based on monthly gross sales. Fee is due monthly.

m. POS- Point of Sale System

n. DOA - Department of Administration of the Government of Guam

2. Contract - Upon acceptance and approval by GSA, this ITB creates a working contract between the
Department of Corrections and the successful Bidder for the period designated in this IFB.

3. Conditions of this ITB shall include but not limited to the following features:

a) The covenant between DOCand the successful Bidder should provide for a fixed rate of return
combined with a sales growth incentive.

b) All articles provided for sale shall be set at a price that is high enough to allow the DOC Commissary to
achieve a reasonable profit margin and yet low enough to keep all merchandise affordable and
competitive with other local vendors within the municipality of Mangilao. Even though there is no
hard and fast rule for pricing merchandise, most retailers use a 50 percent markup, known in the trade
as keystone. What this means, in plain language, is doubling your cost to establish the retail price.
Because markup is figured as a percentage of the sales price, doubling the cost means a 50 percent
markup. For example, if your cost on an item is $1, your selling price will be $2. Fifty percent of $2 is
$1, which is your markup.

c) The value of services shall be measured periodically by the Best Value Practice incorporating the four
Cs;

1. Challenge - is the performance high enough? Why and how is the service provided? Do the
services address security concerns? Can services be delivered differently? And do
inmates/detainees and the Department want such services?

2. Compare - How does the services and financial performances compare with other
correctional institutions?

3. Consult - How does the Commissary seek views of stakeholders about the services it
provides?

4. Compete - How does Commissary operations secure efficient and effective services? Are
services provided are of appropriate quality and affordability for inmates/detainees?

d) The successful Bidder is prohibited in provided three nutritional meals a day that have already been
awarded through a competitive Food Service Contract. All other food stuff outside the three daily or
special meals contained in the Food Service Contract may be provided by the successful Bidder.

e) The successful Bidder is also restricted from providing any commodity or services prohibited by law or
DOC policies.
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f) All commodities and services provided by the successful Bidder must be preapproved by the Director
of Corrections or by his/her designee.

g) The existing Program for prisoners to obtain basic needs such as under wears, socks, clothing, shoes,
ecL from nonprofit organizations such as the Salvation Army shall remain in effect.

h) Other than initial incoming of items from family members or associates of prisoners, the only items
that will be authorized will be items approved in the initial in-processing of all pretrial detainees and
inmates. All items thereafter which are not provided by DOC shall be obtain through the Commissary.

i) The Provider shall be subjected to all safety and security policies and procedures established by DOe.

j) Utilization of an electronic accounting system to monitor and track all Commissary activities. All
Commissary transactions including but not limited to collection and accountability of funds collected
from prisoners, inventory, sales, profits, etc.

k) All necessary equipment and or supplies needed to establish a digital accounting system and POS
system shall be the responsibility of the successful bidder.

I) All fees or proceeds due to the Department of Corrections shall be deposited in the Prison Industries
Revolving Fund established by law with the Department of Administration (DOA) by the successful
Bidder.

m) The successful Bidder shall maintain accurate and concise accounting records of all the transactions of
the DOC Commissary and such books and records shall be subject for inspection semiannually by the
DOC Commissary Ole.

n) All activities of the DOC Commissary may also be subjected to an annual audit by a certified auditor
selected by the Department of Corrections or by the Public Auditor.

0) Any wages for inmate labor employed by the successful Bidder shall be deposited at DOA where
individual accounts will be established per prisoner participating in the Prison Industries Program.

p) No prisoner is to make any transaction by cash or credit (buy & pay later). DOC shall have a monthly
maximum allowable allowance of each prisoner of three hundred dollars ($300.00). The deposit of
funds for each prisoner shall be made by family, friends, or wages earned. An account for each
prisoner shall be established and a monthly itemized balance of such accounts shall be provided to the
DOC Commissary Ole. The accountability of each prisoner account shall also be maintained in the DOC
"Server" which is housed and maintained by the Bureau of Information Technology (BIT) and can be
accessed for inspection and review at any time by the DOC Commissary Ole.

q) The deposits into prisoner allowances cited in item "p" above shall be established and maintained by
DOA. In the event that there is a delay in establishing these accounts with DOA, the successful Bidder
may establish such accounts at a Bank doing business on Guam provided that all bank statements are
provided to DOC on a monthly basis. In addition, a copy of the receipts provided to all depositors into
the individual prisoner account shall also be provide to the DOC Commissary OIC where a such deposits
will also be individually tracked, recorded, and compared with deposits made into the local Bank to
ensure transparency.

r) The "maximum allowable allowance" will not be reduced during the duration of this award, however,
the Director reserves the right to increase the "maximum allowable allowance" per prisoner during this
award period.

s) Any prisoner released from confinement at DOC shall be reimbursed the remaining balance in their
deposited allowances without penalty from the successful Bidder.

t) Any security violation or financial accountability discrepancies shall not only be subject to the possible
termination of this agreement but may also be subjected to a criminal prosecution.
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u) Title and Risk of Loss of any goods or services shall not pass to the Department of Corrections.

v) Bid must specify the number of calendar days the commodities ordered by prisoners under normal
conditions may be delivered. Failure to specify will be considered reason enough to cause the offer to
be disregarded. Required days for delivery quoted will be given consideration in awarding orders. If
deliveries of items are not made within a reasonable closeness to the time of the specified delivery in
the ITB, the entire agreement may be canceled.

w) Department of Corrections reserves the right to extend this contract for an additional year, not
exceeding two additional (2) years, after the original award period if all parties agree.
