Al controversies betwaen the Government and the contractor which arise under, or are by virtue of, this contract and which are not
resolved by mutual agreement, shall be decided by the Government in writing, within 60 days after written request by the contractor for a
final decision concerning the controversy; provided, however, that if the Govemment doss not issue a written decision, within 60 days after
written request for a final decisicn, or within such longer period as may be agreed upon by the parties, then the contractor may proceed as
if an adverse decision had been recelved.

The Government shall immediately furnish a copy of the decision to the contractor, by certified mail, return receipt requested, or by any
other method that provides evidence of receipt, including (1) a description of the contraversy; (2} a reference lo pertinent contract
provisions; (3} a statement of the factual areas of agreement or disagreement; (4} a statement of the Office’s decision, with supporting
rationale; and a paragraph substantfally as fallows:

This is the final decision of the Government.

Any such decision shall be final and conclusive, unless fraudulent, or the contractor brings an action seeking judicial review of the decision
in the Superior Court of Guam.
